BRIEF NOTE ON 
NATIONAL PROGRAMME OF MID DAY MEAL IN SCHOOLS IN  

ANDHRA PRADESH

1) MID DAY MEAL ACTIVITIES TO BE MONITORED AT SCHOOL LEVEL: - 

· The Headmasters of the School should maintain:
· General attendance registers class wise.
· Mid Day Meal register contains the following details.
Class wise No. of Children enrollment / No. of Children present /No. of                                 Children opted (No. of Children tally with General attendance).
· Rice supplied to the implementing agencies on the basis of opted children should be recorded in MDM stock register day wise stocks available. 

· Calculation of rice requirement and cooking cost every day.
· Monthly bills should be prepared based on every day MDM opted children. 

· Issue/ use  of commodities as per Government Of India norms per child  per school day as given below:

(Daily purchase of commodities should be avoided as possible as).

· Day wise MENU should be displayed on the black board.

· To ensure storage of food grains and commodities in a school / Kitchen shed. 

· Head Masters of concerned schools should maintain visit register for Mid Day Meal programme. Elected public representative such as. 
· Sarpanch / Cooperators / Ward Members / Other Public Servants.

· Women Groups / Parents / School Management Committees.

· Other Officials.

· The suggestion and remarks of the visitors should be recorded in the register.

· A request is made to above members by Head Master to visit their school at Mid Day Meal time regularly.

· To ensure the cooking at hygienic atmosphere and keep the surroundings & utensils clean.

· To ensure serving of eggs / fruits twice in a week etc.

· Head Master should ensure to prepare of Monthly bills as per MDM opted attendance register by 1st / 2nd of every month and furnish to Mandal Educational Officer for onward submission to treasury.
2)  MANDAL LEVEL:-

Mandal Educational Officer is a principle monitoring officers at Mandal level.  Every visit to a school must be included the Mid Day Meal programme aspects:

· Preparation of bills and they should be kept ready by 5th of every month as per provision shown by the District authorities i.e., allocation of Rice, Cooking cost for MDM opted, honorarium to cook cum helpers as per PAB approved rates.

· Timely submission of bills at STO (Treasury), get passed the bills, prompt payment of cooking cost, honorarium to cook cum helpers to implementing agencies by way of cheque.

· The visit of Mandal Educational Officer to a school should ensure the following:

· Receipt of food grains and their storage, maintenance of records.

· Attendance of   children , issue of Rice, No of children opted MDM at the time of serving.

· Cooking at hygienic atmosphere, keep the surroundings & utensils clean.

· Serving of eggs / fruits, twice in a week.

· Whether agencies had been paid as per release by MEO / DEO.

· To ensure supervision of HMs / Teachers   at the time of children having meal.

· Prompt service of implementing agencies.

· Mandal Educational officer & Tasildar of that Mandal allocate, the food grains to the each school / implementing agencies as per indent of every month as per Guidelines. 

METHOD OF CALCULATION:-

 The Following calculation table is used at School level, Mandal level and District level is as below. 

a) For Calculation of Food grains:-

Primary Stage (I-V Class)

*No. of Children x 220 Days X 0.0001 gms rice=

  
Upper Primary Stage (VI-VIII)      

*No. of Children) X 220 Days X 0.00015 gms rice=  

Example: - MDM opted children 

                 Primary: 170 x 220 days x 0.0001 gms of Rice= 3.740 Mts.


Upper Primary: 125 x 220 days x 0.00015 gms = 4.125 Mts.


(Like School, Mandal & District level calculation is done).

b) For Calculation of Cooking Cost 

Primary Stag e (I-V Class)   

*No. of Children x 220 Days XRs.3.55 
(Central: Rs.1.88 +State: Rs.1.67=Rs.3.55)

Upper Primary Stage (VI-VIII)  

*No. of Children) X 220 Days XRs.3.96

(Central: Rs.2.81+State: Rs.1.15 =Rs.3.96)
Example: - MDM opted children 

                 Primary: 170 x 220 days xRs.3.55 =  Rs.132770.00

      Upper Primary: 125 x 220 days x Rs.3.96= Rs. 108900.00
